
Dear Constituents, 
 
The end of the year is always a good time to reflect on our blessings and spend 

time with friends and families.  As we do, let us remember the tough year itôs been 

for many families and businesses who are coping with the impacts of the national 

economic recession.  

 

Ohioôs economy has also been hit hard by this recession, which has made 

balancing the state budget extremely difficult.  At the Statehouse, we are dealing 

with a plan to avoid nearly $900 million in cuts to education.  We have already 

made the tough decisions to reduce state spending by $4 billion and significantly 

reduce the number of state workers.  

 

The best solution is to freeze the 2008 tax rates for two years.  This will mean 

$844 million for the state General Revenue Fund over the biennium. An additional 

$33 million will go to the Local Government Fund and another nearly $18 million 

for the Public Library Fund.  

 

Does this mean you will pay more taxes? Absolutely not! Neither you nor any other 

Ohioan will pay more in income taxes this year than you did last year (if your 

income remains relatively the same) because of the automatic increase in the 

personal exemption.  

 

Under this plan, income taxes for Ohioans will be 16.8% lower than they were in 

2005. This preserves the structure of the recent tax reforms, and removes the 

freeze at the end of 2010. And most importantly, it protects Ohio schools.  

 

As a member of the legislature, we are also tightening our belts. This plan includes 

a 5 -percent pay cut for members of the Ohio House and Senate. This comes on top 

of a 10% cut to the House budget at the beginning of this year.  

 

We run a tight ship in Columbus. Ohio is currently ranked 50 th  in legislative branch 

expenditures per capita, according to the National Conference of State 

Legislatures.  Our budget cuts and these pay cuts for members will likely keep 

Ohioôs legislative spending the lowest in the country.

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 More Money for HEAP This Winter   
New Guidelines Mean More Homes Will Be Heated   

More Ohioans                 

will be able to 

get help  

paying their 

heating bills 

this winter. 

The Ohio  

Department of Development has increased the 

income level guidelines so that more people will 

be eligible for the Home Energy Assistance  

Program (HEAP).  

 

Households are eligible for HEAP assistance if 

their income is at or below 200 percent of the 

federal poverty guidelines, an increase from the 

previous level of 175 percent. This means the 

program will help heat more homes this winter.  

 

The state is expecting to have approximately 

$220 million in Home Energy Assistance Program 

funds this winter to help eligible low - income  

Ohioans meet the cost of home energy bills. The 

Program, administered by the Departmentôs  

Office of Community Services, pays a one - time 

payment for the current winter heating season. 

Households with elderly or disabled members 

may qualify for a larger amount of assistance.   

 

A special component of HEAP, the Winter Crisis 

Program,  is administered by Community Action 

agencies throughout Ohio. The Winter Crisis  

Program provides assistance once per heating 

season to eligible households that are  

disconnected, threatened with disconnection, or 

have less than a 10 day supply of bulk fuel.
